The signal from Bali must be clear
At the end of this COR the global climate
communitymustbeableto crediblyexplain
to the global public that a comprehensive
negotiationhasbeenlaunchedon the post-
2012 regime. This mustresult, by the end
of 2009, in substantiallygreateremissions
reductiongglobally, consistentwith achiev
ing below a 2°C tamet. Industrialised
countriesmustdemonstrat¢heir leadership.

Developingcountrieswill needto make
increased contributions, incentivised by
developedcountries. This will requirenew
mechanismsto substantiallyincreasethe
useof bestpractice sustainablepw-carbon
technologiesin developingcountries,and
othermechanisméo greatlyscale-uppnan
cial and technologicalsupportfor adapta
tion.

The Climate Action Network (CAN)
wishesto be quite clearin its demandsgor
the next two weeks.

As part of the Kyoto Protocoltrack of
the Bali Mandate,the expandedworkplan
of the Ad-Hoc Working Group (AWG) will

Australia’s
time to shine?

Changeis afoot in the land downunderA
newAustraliangovernments setto breathe
freshair into the Kyoto processascountries
begin to debatethe shapeand scopeof a
secondcommitmentperiod. After endur-
ing 11 long years of a government
determined to undermine international
progress on climate change, the Novem-
ber 24 election of the Labour government
will add to the momentum for a strong
Bali Mandate.
Most exciting is the commitmentto
sratify the Kyoto Protocolb leavingthe US
isolatedoutside of Kyoto. The election of
the Rudd-led governmentprovidesreason
for hope. During the election, Kevin
Rudd campaignedn a 60 per centcut in
Australia® emissionsfor the year 2000
by 2050. He also said that stabilisation
betweem50ppmto 490ppmcarbondioxide
equivalentwasrequiredto avoid dangerous
climate change.While this still leavesat
leasta 50 percentchanceof exceedin@°C,
it comessecondnly to theleadershif the
European Union.

The Prime Minister has statedhe will
not set a short-termtarget for emissions
reductionsuntil the GarnautReview the
Australianequivalentof the SternReview
has reportedits Pndings.Yet, in his brst
speechsince starting his review Profes
sor Garnautstatedhe would recommenda
strongerframeworkto achieverapid cutsin
greenhouse gas emissions.

The questionin the brst week of the
Bali climate negotiationsis whether the
Australiandelegatiorwill carryforwardthis
leadershipPrimeMinister Ruddis swornin
today ECOhopeshis brstactof ofpceis to
brief his delegation.
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Climate Change —
A Human Rights Issue

Human rights considerationsare being
pushedas an essentialaspectof climate
change.

In Male, Maldiveslastmonth,a subset
of the Alliance of Small Island States
(AOSIS) adoptedthe Male Declarationon
the HumanDimensionsof Climate Change.
It called for the broaderAOSIS group to
take this up throughits secretariain New
York andthe UNFCCCto assesghehuman
rights implications of climate change.

The Declarationalso asksthe Ofbce
of the United NationsHigh Commissioner
for Human Rights to conducta detailed
study into the effects of climate change
on the full enjoyment of human rights,
and the United Nations Human Rights
Council to convene a debatein March
2009 on humanrights and climate change.

The Male processbuilds on existing
efforts to link climatechangemorebroadly
to developmenandhumanrights.Earlierin
2007, the African Union issueda declara

tion on climate changeand development,
calling on the internationalcommunity to
meet their mitigation obligations, and to

strengthen African institutions required
to addressclimate changeand implement
adaptation measuresAirica.

This builds uponthe precedingpetition
submittedby the Inuit CircumpolarCouncil
to the InterAmerican Commission on
Human Rights, amguing that their rights
including to life, propertyand culture are
violated by climate changeand the failure
to address it.

The Male Declaration launches a
processthat will invite the entire interna
tional communityto participatein consider
ing thehumanrightsimplicationsof climate
change.

It also presentsa strong case for
negotiatorsto consider human rights as
an additional dimensionto their positions
here in Bali.
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I scientire review to include by 2009,
debnition of the overall level of
ambition, basedon the needto keep
global temperatureincreasesas far
below 2¥4C as possible

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CAN recommends that the Bali
Mandatecreatea setof working groups that
addresshekeyissuedistedabovelnterses
sionalmeetingsby all working groupswill
be necessaryChairsof theworking groups,
under both the Conventionand Protocol,
should be mandatedto have the freedom
to debnethe termsof referenceand work
plans of their respectiveworking groups.
The working groupsshouldreportbackon
progress to the COR 2008.

A Committeeof the Whole shoulduse
thesereportsasthe basisof overallnegotia
tions startingin 2008, to be completedby

2009, to allow sufbcienttime for the new
post 2012 agreementto enter into force
before the end of the brst commitment
period on December 31, 2012.

If globalemissionsareto peakby 2015,
asthe IPCC reportsindicatesthey should,
whatis achievedn Bali andin the nexttwo
years of negotiationsis absolutely criti-
cal for whetherwe condemnourselvesto
suffer the litany of climate change-induced
impactsin the IPCC report, or whetherwe
can embrace a sustainable future.

Negotiatorstheworld is looking to see
what decisions you make.
